1. Congratulations on your selection to attend the Counter Improvised Explosive Device Train the Trainer Course (CIED-TTT),08-102 , at Camp Fretterd Military Reservation.

2. Course Information:

Report To: Building 101, Schaeffer Education Center, Classroom # 2
Report Time: 0730 hrs. For in processing and orientation.

Dates: 01-03 February 08.

Report Uniform: BDU/ACU.

Duty Uniform: BDU/ACU.

3. Course Content:  Soldiers deploying in support of Operation Enduring Freedom (OEF) and Operation Iraqi Freedom (OIF) are most vulnerable to serious injury or death within the first 30 days of combat. The largest cause of injury and death are Improvised Explosive Devices (IED) and Vehicle Borne Improvised Explosive Devices (VBIED).  The CIED-TTT course of instruction is designed to reduce causalities by instructing the soldier to detect, deter, defeat, and respond to IEDs. Soldiers completing this course of instruction will be able to return to their units and train them using the course materials. The class consists of 16 hrs classroom instruction and a 8 hr practical exercise.
4. Training Site: Camp Fretterd is in a rural setting in northern Maryland approximately 30 minutes drive from Baltimore City and a 45 minute drive from Baltimore /Washington Airport.  The post consists of over 600 acres of wooded and open terrain.  Your training will take place in 29th Division Hall and the Schaeffer Building (See Enclosed Map).
a. Billeting:  “Quarters are not available.”  Enclosed you will find a listing of local hotels.
b. Telephones: Pay phones are outside 29th Division Hall entrance. Military phones are used for official purposes only.
