1.  Congratulations on your selection to attend the 31B Reclassification course Phase I, at Camp Fretterd Military Reservation.

2.  REPORT TIME AND LOCATION:

a. REPORT TO: 29th Division Hall, Camp Fretterd Military Reservation


b. REPORT TIME:  FRIDAY, 1700-2000 hours


c. REPORT DATE:  4 April 2008

d. REPORT UNIFORM:  Army IPFU (IAW AR 670-1) you must have IPFU shirt, shorts and socks for weigh-in.  


e. DUTY UNIFORM:  ACU IAW AR 670-1

4.  COURSE PREREQUISITES:

a. You will be weighed in upon arrival and must meet height and weight

standards IAW AR 600-9. If you exceed body fat standards, you will be enrolled in the course, however, the following rules applies.  According to Memorandum from Lieutenant General Lovelace, Deputy Chief of Staff dated 10 AUG 06:  “Soldiers who meet academic course requirements, but fail body fat RTI-composition standards, will be considered an academic course graduate and receive a DA Form 1059 with item 13.c. marked, “Marginally achieved course standards,” and item 16 containing the statement, “13.c. Soldier met academic requirements, but failed to meet body composition standards IAW AR 600-9 during this course.”  This DA Form 1059 along with the Soldier’s diploma will be held at the institution until the Soldier’s 05 level commander (LTC for officer/warrant officer, CSM for NCO/enlisted) verifies the Army standard is met. The Soldier’s command will then submit to the proponent school, supporting documents for meeting body fat composition at which time the school will issue the Soldiers DA Form 1059 as stated above and diploma.  


b.  You must have taken and passed the APFT within 6 months of the scheduled course date. 

c.  Students over 40 must have been medically screened within the last 5 years.  If over 40, place the last physical date from the SF 88 or DD Form 2808 on the pre-execution checklist Part II, in the operator license information block (write “curr. Phys: YYMMDD”).  


d.  If you are under a permanent profile status, then a copy of Medical Profile DA Form 3349 must be provided (see paragraph 5a). 
5.  ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS:


a.  Individuals with permanent profiles may attend these courses providing they bring the required documentation (DA Form 3349).  Soldiers with temporary profiles, per AR 40-501, that would prevent full participation in a reclassification course will be denied enrollment.


b.  Completed Pre-execution Check List (TRADOC Form 350-18-2-R-E April 07) signed by the Unit Commanding Officer.
c. Military Drivers License listing 1025/1026 and Civilian Drivers License. 

d.  Security Memo Commanders or security managers signature ONLY

6.  PACKING LIST:

        **a.  Complete and turn in the enclosed TASS Unit Pre-Execution Checklist as per TR 350-18.  The form will be required to attend the class.  This form MUST be signed by the company commander.  

        **b.  Current Military ID card.  (It is important if you need Medical care at local Military Hospitals)

        **c.  Copy of current Enlistment Contract for verification of ETS – 6 months beyond course completion.  
        **d.  Copy of DA Form 3349 (See paragraph 5a). 

        **e.  Copy of DA Form 4970 (See paragraph 4c).

f.  ACU uniforms with accessories IAW AR 670-1 (There is no requirement for Class A/B uniform and TA 50 (field equipment).


g.  Army Physical Fitness Uniforms.  Weather appropriate uniform, with running shoes IAW AR 670-1. Spandex may be worn under PT gear (except for weigh in ).


h.  One (3 inch) 3-ring binder with tabs, notebooks, pens, pencils, highlighters, post-it notes, index tabs, dictionary (may be electronic) and calculator.


i.  Towels, washcloths, shower shoes, hygiene items, alarm clock, pillow and civilian clothes.


j.  Appropriate weather uniforms.


k.  Shin guards


l.  LBE/LBV/M.O.L.E System


m.  Kevlar with face shield. 


n.  Long riot baton


o.  Leather gloves with inserts 


p.  Safety glasses (Oakley)


q.  Issued body armor

**Bring these items when reporting for in-processing.  The 70th Regiment will keep copies of all documents.

8.  TRAINING SITE:  Camp Fretterd is in a rural setting in northern Maryland approximately 30 minutes drive from Baltimore City and a 45 minute drive from Baltimore / Washington Airport.  The post consists of over 600 acres of wooded and open terrain.  Most of your training will take place in the Regimental Circle. (See Camp Fretterd Sketch)


a.  Billets:  31B students are required to stay overnight.  Billeting is free of charge.    Students will be housed two per room with common latrine and study areas.  Linen will be provided at no cost.  Students need to supply their own towels, washcloths and personal hygiene items.***Note:  On Friday night, report to the CQ in the S-1 Office in the Schaefer Building (Bldg 101), for billets and linen issue


b.  Telephones:  Pay telephones are outside 29th Division Hall entrance.  Military telephones are used for official purposes only.


c.  STUDENT PARKING:  During In-processing and during normal drill weekends, parking will be in the Parking Lot across from 29th Division Hall only.  If additional parking is needed, parking will be close to the track (designated on strip map).  Parking within the circle for students is off limits.  


d.  POV:  Students traveling by POV are referred to enclosed map for directions.

9.  MEAL RATE POLICY:  The following Department of Defense policy is in effect at Camp Fretterd;


a.  Traditional Enlisted not receiving per-diem or BAS will be furnished meals at no cost.


b.  All personnel required to reimburse the government for meals consumed (AGR and Traditional Officers, AGR Enlisted individuals on Per Diem, and civilians) will pay the Standard Meal Rate.

d.  There is NO PX on post.


e.  There are no ATM Machines on post.
