Symbolism:   Ultramarine blue and golden yellow are used in the design. Blue represents the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations. Yellow signifies the sun and the excellence required of Air Force personnel. The hexagonal shape is representative of a bolt head, and alludes to the unit’s function as a maintenance organization. The coat of arms depicted are those of the state of Maryland, the unit’s home location.
