SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA. Description: A red keystone 2 3/8 inches (6.03cm) in height and 2 3/8 inches (6.03cm) in width.

    Background: The shoulder sleeve insignia was approved on 19 Oct 1918.

Distinctive Unit Insignia. Description: On a gold disk 1-1/4 inches (3.18 cm) in height divided per pairle reversed Gules, Argent and Azure, the crest from the National Guard of the State of Pennsylvania.

    Background: The distinctive unit insignia was originally authorized for the 28th Infantry Division Headquarters; Headquarters Detachment, 28th Division; Headquarters Company, 28th Division; Headquarters Special Troops, 28th Division and Headquarters Detachment Special Troops, 28th Division on 6 Feb 1929. It was redesignated for the noncolor bearing units of the 28th Infantry Division on 10 Jul 1968.
