46Q reclassification and prior service enlistment or reenlistment contracts. 
 
     (2)  Revises MOS 46R specifications to add a miscellaneous qualification that 
requires all components career counselors and retention NCOs to submit an application 
packet to the Army Public Affairs Center (APAC) for approval prior to completing MOS 
46R reclassification and prior service enlistment or reenlistment contracts. 
 
4.  IMPLEMENTATION. 
 
    a.  Training strategy.  This revision will not require a change to the training strategy.   
 
    b.  Army Recruiting Information Support System (ARISS).  This revision will not 
require a change to be made to ARISS. 
 
    c.  Position recoding. Not applicable. 
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    d.  Personnel reclassification. 
 
         (1)  The effective date for personnel to submit a packet application to APAC is 1 
October 2013. 
 
         (2)  As an exception to personnel reclassification timelines, Soldiers may submit a 
packet application to APAC on and after 1 December 2013 for approval prior to 
completing MOS 46Q and 46R reclassification and prior service enlistment or 
reenlistment contracts. 
 
         (3)  Specific personnel reclassification guidance is at enclosure 2.   
 
    e.  Supporting documents.  Not applicable. 
 
    f.  Personnel substitutability. Not applicable. 
 
    g.  Milestones (AR 611-1, table 3-1).  The following milestones, required to update 
manpower and personnel systems, will occur after release of NOFC.

(ODCS G-1).  
 
        (2)  30 November 2013 - Update POSC-Edit File (ODCS G-1).  
 
        (3)  30 November 2013 - Forward TOE POSC-Edit tape to USAFMSA G3 for the 
FY16 FMS Planning Filter.
